My fellow GS students,

I have enjoyed serving you for the last two years as your Vice President of Finance and International Student Representative. Now, the time of the year to reevaluate our relationship has come again. During my time as your International Student Representative last year, I organized events such as Sushi Brunches, Thanksgiving Dinner, and Salsa Night, and advocated equality within the American Language Program. This year, as your VP of Finance, I worked on funding new and relevant events—including Snack Attacks, Pizza & Policy, International Students Dinners, and various student outings such as bowling and visits to theatres and museums—as well as extra tickets for the fabulous GS Gala at the Roosevelt Hotel. I brought in speakers for the Law and Business School panels and ensured GS representation at four-council events, as a way to improve our relationships with the student councils of CC, SEAS, and Barnard. While GSSC strives to organize events and work on policies important to you, we have to address the fact that the changes GS students hope to see are well beyond the term of any GS student council to accomplish. For example, the lack of financial aid for GS students has been a struggle for years. I have come to realize that this issue can largely be attributed to GS alumni's experiences at Columbia. Many leave the school with a bitter taste, recalling their difficulties in obtaining loans to finance their education, their problems with student housing, and the feeling that GS did not truly help in advancing their careers. We have to break this vicious cycle by fixing its initial cause, thus make you—current GS students—remember your experience here at GS positively. In the short term, I would like to improve relationships with alumni by reconnecting them to the school, through fundraising efforts much like the Senior Gift Fund, in order to increase financial aid for current students. 

Those of you who have attended GSSC events are probably aware of the growing sense of community among GS students, who find such gatherings to be sources of identity and comradery. In the upcoming year, I would like to expand Student Council participation by creating opportunities such as the GS Fund, which allows GS students to organize events that are relevant to the different interests of the GS community. You can think of the Council as an extension of you. One of the values of an Ivy League institution is the quality of the network you build when you are in school, which you can tap into for the rest of your life. GS students, particularly commuting and part-time students, don't have the opportunity to run into each other randomly in dorms and common areas. Thus, it is especially important to build a structure and hence connection within GSSC, and use it as a vehicle to compensate for this disadvantage, by reaching out and participating in other activities throughout the campus. As president, I will offer GSSC as a resource for you, to fund your ideas, support your participation, and invest in your future.

Through the work of many councils before us, we have attained equality with the other undergraduate councils on paper. Now, we need to take on the responsibility to achieve equality in practice—starting with your participation. The GSSC is currently in a unique position to better serve and integrate the General Studies student body into the University.  This is due in large part to the diligent financial management and spending overhauls of the current VP of Finance, Jacqueline Thong whose policies over the last year have steered the GSSC into a position of substantial fiscal flexibility.  After this journey of fiscal reorganization and responsible spending practices, the council, and specifically the VP of Finance, has a greater ability to tackle many of the broad and interrelated issues that so many previous candidates have often addressed in previous campaigns:

1.) Chipping away at GS’s “isolation” within the University by increasing student participation in organizations and groups.

2.) Focus on funding and sponsoring large academic, professional, and philanthropic events as a means to provide greater opportunities and increase social interaction.

Addressing both issues will require a greater emphasis on planning and co-sponsoring events that will attract and unify GS students while also addressing the specifics concerning the unique nature of the student population.  Given that GS has roughly 600 part time students, and many fulltime students, who are deeply committed to other endeavors inherently makes broad based participation difficult. Combined with a substantial age gap between GS and the undergraduate schools as well as different lifestyle and perhaps socioeconomic factors, the disjunction between GS and the University is easy to understand.  

By focusing on planning and co-sponsoring large one day events GS student participation could easily be increased.  Events such as the Campus Relay for Life, the Dance Marathon for AIDS, or Columbia Community Outreach attract between 500-900 participants and GSSC organized events such as the law and business school panels drew a substantial amount of interested students. These events are fun and productive, easily appealing to students from across the age, economic, and political spectrums as they do not require attendance of weekly meetings or a constant presence on campus.  By allocating more funds to aforementioned events the VP of Finance will in a better position to ensure that those groups actively pursue and seek out GS students for their events as part of their co-sponsorship agreements as well as using the GS logo.


This new focus on emphasizing academic, professional, and philanthropic events will also help mitigate unnecessary spending on smaller events which barely attract, if at all, any GS students.  By drastically reducing funding for small events the GSSC will be in a better position to allocate funds to events with broad based participation while also sending a message to smaller groups that they should seek out GS students as members should they wish to be considered for funding.  I fully intend to keep costs low, such as sustaining our contributions to F@CU at their current levels and keeping wasteful in house spending to a minimum.  In conjuncture with the current shrewd financial oversight and management I hope to alter the way the GSSC conducts business and gradually increase student opportunities and participation.
